
Taking the TOEFL test online

Anzac Day, 25th of April 2020

Q: Can ICL students get a special price from PC providers?

A: Not at the moment. We had a discussion with our PC providers and they are still working on orders that haven’t been 
processed before the lockdown and prioritising orders from essential businesses. Their current stock is empty and they don’t 
know how long it will take to stock up. 

But there are providers like PBtech that can arrange the order within 3-5 days (at price $300 - $500) and JustLaptop can ship 
the order within 3-4 days (at price $400 - $600) as well as arrange a rental laptop option (at price $10 - $20 per day). 
Please bear in mind that it can take longer due to the supply shortage. 

Q: Will we be exiting Alert Level 4 Lockdown on Thursday?

A: The New Zealand Government has extended the Level 4 lockdown until Monday, April 27. 

The Government is hoping to move to Alert Level 3 on Monday, so until then, it is important to 
maintain your Level 4 lockdown, and keep up the good work you’ve been doing over this time.
